PA34-200T SINGLE ENGINE LANDING PROFILE
Normal Visual Approach and Landing
1.
Complete the “In Range Checklist” before entering the traffic pattern;
devote full attention to aircraft control and traffic avoidance.
2.
Slow to 120 KIAS prior to entering downwind or traffic pattern.
3.
Enter traffic pattern at published TPA (typically 1000' AGL).
4.   By midfield downwind, flaps 10˚.  Maintain TPA, but let the airplane slow.
4.
Announce when abeam approach end, on extended base, or on extended final
(When ready to descend out of pattern altitude):
“Gear Down Before Landing Checklist.”
5.
Descend out of TPA at 100 KIAS/Blueline.
8.
Maintain 88 KIAS/Blueline with flaps 25˚ on base and final.
9.
Announce at 400' AGL: “Gear Down–Stabilized.”
