This manual has been prepared to inform the pilot of features and
systems incorporated into the Bellanca Decathlon, Decathlon CS and
Super Decathlon. A11 three Decathlons share the same SKCAB model
number and many of the systems and limitations are the same. However,
they differ in certain important areas; be certain you know which
model you wish to reference.

The Decathlon has been given the FAA Civil Aircraft Type Designator
BL30.

Recommended operating procedures and performance data are provided so
that maximum utilization can be obtained with the utmost of safety,
economy and serviceability.

It is strongly recommended that the pilot be familiar with the aircraft
and this manual prior to flight. It is considered mandatory that the

pilot familiarize himself with the Emergency Procedures Section prior
to flight.

This manual applies only to the aircraft as indicated on the cover page.
Use of this manual with other aircraft is not recommended.

This manual does not replace the FAA Approved Airplane Flight Manual.
If an inconsistency exists between the manuals, the FAA Approved
Airplane Flight Manuals is to be the authority.

The words "WARNING","CAUTION", and "NOTE" are used throughout the
manual with the following definitions: : ;
WARNING

An operating procedure, practice or condition, etc.
which may result in injury or fatality, if not care-
fully observed or followed.

CAUTION

An operating procedure, practice or condition, etc.
which if not strictly observed, may damage the air-
craft or equipment.

NOTE

An operating procedure, practice or condition, etc.
which is essential to emphasize.
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
